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Impact of Patents on 

Biotechnology Research

• Patent applications are legally required to 

be published

• Patent applications are the richest source of 

technical information

• Significant proportion of the new technical 

information is only published in patents



Sequences in Biotechnology 

Patents

• In case of biotech inventions based on 

nucleotide or amino acid sequences the 

sequence should be disclosed in the 

application

• Patent Offices collect sequences

• Publish the sequences with the application

• Use them for search and examination



Sequences in Hungarian Patent 

Applications

• Applications disclosing nucleotide or 

aminoacid sequences should a contain 

sequence listing according to WIPO 

standard ST.25

• The sequence listing should be submitted in 

computer readable form (CD)

• The sequences are loaded in the internal 

database of HPO
